All volunteers must have completed the Virtus training before working with students.
Assignment Notebooks

Each student will have an assignment notebook that will be filled out daily.  When each assignment is completed, they will “check” it off.  Assignments not checked off are homework (THAT DAY) and will be due the next morning.  Homework will have an “HW” written next to them.  Parents must sign the assignment book EACH NIGHT.  Assignments that are not completed due to scheduling, etc. will have a line drawn through them and are not homework.

Missing Assignments

If your child has a missing assignment they will receive a Missing Assignment sheet.  The assignment will have a due date.  1st day late: 10% off the grade, 2nd day late:  20% off the grade.  3rd day late:  zero grade.

Math Fact Races:

We will have weekly fact races.  The students will have 5 minutes to complete 100 addition facts.  When 96% or more is achieved three consecutive times, that student will go down to 4 minutes, 3 minutes, etc.  Following mastery of addition facts, subtraction facts will be mastered in the same manner.

PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE practice the facts at home!!!

We plan to begin multiplication concepts and fact races as soon as possible (most likely in January).  We will use many techniques for teaching math concepts to the children including literature, games, activities, learning strategies, and Math Journals.

Homework:

Students will have a homework assignment on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  The assignment is to be completed and returned to school the following day.  The assignment is to be done neatly and with thought and effort.  Please check that your child has done the assignment as expected.  Assignments are designed to promote responsibility, review concepts and skills, utilize technology skills, share learned concepts with the family, and integrate the curriculum.

Spelling

There will be a list coming home weekly on Monday.  The practice spelling test will ALWAYS be on Wednesday.  Students are to correct mistakes and return on Thursday.  The final test will be on Fridays.

Science and Social Studies

The curriculum has been arranged so we can integrate most subjects based on our Science and Social Studies units.  

For each unit we cover, a study guide will be posted on the website to print.  It is the child’s responsibility to study this at home THROUGHOUT the course of the unit to help prepare for the test. 
Friday Folders

All work completed during the week, as well as important school information will be sent home in a “Friday Folder” (also known as the “Home Folder!”)

BAMM

BAMM is an acronym for Be A Math Maniac.  It is a program designed to promote the memorization of the multiplication facts.  Each child will bring home a BAMM Record Form each month from February through April.  This program is a required assignment.
Participation will be noted on the report card.
